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CFT MEDIA RELEASE ON PRO-LIFE ACTIONS TAKING PLACE ON HUMAN RIGHTS DAY

It is simply untrue that South Africa has a culture of human rights if the most basic human right, the right to life itself, is being legally disregarded. This is not a minor enfringement of rights but a total denial of the right to exist.

Various churches and organisations will be holding silent demonstrations in various cities to remind people of the awful fact that ABORTION KILLS BABIES. In Durban today, a Life-Chain will be held from 2pm to 4pm starting at the corner of West Street and the Marine Parade (next to the old Aquarium). At 12 noon today, similar groups and church members will protesting against abortion outside the entrance to the Cape Town Waterfront. They will also be doing Pro-Life literature distribution.

There are tens of thousands of abortions performed yearly with government sanction (now officially at 550,000 since February 1997). Every abortion constitutes the taking of the life of a human being. The humanity of the unborn child has been scientifically proven beyond any doubt. What is the difference between killing a baby before birth or after birth? The only real difference is that the unborn child is not seen and there is less emotion attached to killing someone who is invisible. The pro-abortion lobby (a small minority in South Africa) has lost the argument that an unborn baby is not a full human being. Internationally, all debates about abortion have dropped the argument about the “personhood” of the baby and are now only focusing on “choice”. Pro-Lifers say: “Let there be choice for all involved – the baby too”.
PUBLIC SHIFT AGAINST ABORTION

The recent case earlier this year in the Constitutional Court of South Africa between `Doctors for Life’ and the Minister of Health, as well as the criminalisation of abortion in South Dakota (USA), confirms the anti-abortion trend which is gaining momentum back to the legal protection of the right to life (and possibly, the reversal of  Roe vs Wade). 

Politicians in our Government are loathe to admit the fact that 80% of South Africa’s population are against abortion-on-demand. The latest polls confirm this. Mass opinion in South Africa, even though it is clearly in favour of protecting unborn children, is not the final criteria. Christian compassion and the `right to life’ which has flowed out of it should always protect minority groups and the weakest of the weak.

PRO-LIFERS ALSO CARE FOR UNWANTED CHILDREN

Lest people are uninformed about the activities of Pro-Life organisations in South Africa let them be fully aware that the the argument often bandied about that “these anti-abortionists do nothing for the unwanted children who are born” is absolute nonsense. Check on the organisations and individuals caring for orphaned children in South Africa and it will be clear that they are nearly all pro-life. CFT and the organisations we are involved with are caring for thousands of children. What are the so-called `Pro-Choicers’ doing to help unwanted children in our country (besides helping them not to see the light of day)?

We are aware that there are various organisations out on the streets today to “voice their demands and grievances.” (SAfm, 9am). While we do not belittle these protest actions we do want to point out the obvious: if a person is refused the right to life every other right is negated.
