PUT ON THE WHOLE ARMOUR

My message to you today is based on two pictures of a Zulu army. Let me make it clear that I am using these illustrations not in the literal but in the spiritual sense.

Those of you who take interest in the praises of Zulu kings will be familiar with this statement, 

“Ilanga lisehlule madoda, sesingamavikithi.”

This is a candid admission by Zulu soldiers that they have been conquered by the sun and they are no longer fit to fight.

Take note of the fact these soldiers were not conquered by the enemy; it was the heat of the sun that made them unfit for battle. Friends, that is the gist of my message to you. 

In the first place, our biggest enemy is not our opponent but the factors and influences that rob us of our fighting spirit.

Let me mention to you what I have identified as the worst culprit in this regard – apathy. 

Apathy. Apathy. How pathetic. 

It is shocking to see how widespread the spirit of apathy is. Many people would seem not to care anymore about social and moral issues that affect their lives. All that excites them is getting food on the table and pursuing what they think will make them happy. 

Ask community leaders how difficult it is to get people to attend meetings. There is a realistic joke amongst my people; unless you slaughter an ox people will not bother to come to your meeting.

Now, there is nothing wrong with slaughtering an ox to provide a meal for your audience but if the ox becomes the reason for attending a meeting something somewhere is missing. 


Nowadays people want to be entertained. When government officials make arrangements for public meetings they must budget for popular singing groups to draw crowds. It is hoped that in-between the jiving sessions people will get the message. 

It is disturbing to see how churchgoers nowadays want to be entertained too. God’s Word then becomes a non-essential appendix to the service. Friends, something somewhere is tragically wrong when God’s Word ceases to be the main attraction for God’s people. Apathy to God’s Word is spiritually fatal. 

Let me be more specific about how apathy affects us.

As pro-lifers, our biggest challenge is not the agenda of those who support abortion and euthanasia but how to awaken the inactive silent majority of pro-lifers. 

We are unashamedly pro-family. There again, even before we face distributors of pornography, the pimps, prostitutes and bouncers we need to mobilise our ‘sleeping partners.’

In spite of the general apathy that is a cause for concern the truth is that there is a great need out need out there. Just ask the teams that go out to tell you about the hunger and thirst for what is right. 

Believe me, there are people out there who are just waiting for you to offer them a presentation on CFT. 

True Love Waits and TNT will tell you of the difficulty of keeping up with all the invitations and opportunities that come their way. 

Let me go to my second picture. 

Radio Khwezi listeners will remember one of the traditional songs that was sung by Prince Gideon Zulu and other royal family members. 

“UNdab’ angazidla zonk’ izinkomo zamadoda

um’ engas’ asiphake.” 

The song is about soldiers who are in a state of alert. They are raring to go to war for their king; all they are waiting for is his command. 

Compare that with the following two stanzas from Frances Havergal’s song ‘Who is on the Lord’s side?’

“Fierce may be the conflict, strong may be the foe,
But the King’s own army none can overthrow;
’Round His standard ranging, victory is secure,
For His truth unchanging makes the triumph sure.
Joyfully enlisting, by Thy grace divine,
We are on the Lord’s side—Savior, we are Thine!

Chosen to be soldiers, in an alien land,
Chosen, called, and faithful, for our Captain’s band,
In the service royal, let us not grow cold;
Let us be right loyal, noble, true and bold.
Master, Thou wilt keep us, by Thy grace divine,
Always on the Lord’s side—Savior, always Thine!”

Now, that is the kind of state that I wish for myself and for every CFT member.

It might well be that some CFT members feel that it is unrealistic to expect them to be in a permanent state of readiness to do battle for the King. I would suggest that they ask themselves if the powers of darkness ever get lukewarm in their pursuit to destroy us.

It has been said that evil triumphs because good people quit being good before evil people quit being evil. How true. How tragic.

In closing, let me comment briefly on the Conference theme ‘Put on the whole armour.’

We are not called upon to study the armour.

We are not called upon to admire the armour.

We are not called upon to polish up the armour.

We are not called upon to select our pet armour.

What we are called upon to do is to put on the whole armour.
